● Empty all packaging and rinse all cans with water.
● Exhaust all spray cans or tabletop cassette-style gas canisters in a well-ventilated place and
     puncture a hole in the side.

● Remove batteries and kerosene from appliances before disposal.

● Objects that are mostly made of metal, and whose size are under 150 cm in diameter or length may be disposed 
     of as Metals even if they are in the list of 77 designated Large-size garbage.
