
Your total income for the previous year. 
Note that "income" differs from "salary": 
it is the amount obtained after deduction 
of necessary expenditures from salary. 

The total sum of resident tax that you 
have to pay this fiscal year.

Of the total resident tax due that year, 
the amount that you have pay directly 
yourself (general collection). You may 
pay using the tax payment slip mailed by 
the city hall, or make a bank transfer.

The portion of your income that will be 
taxed, after deducting the tax-exempt 
portion above. This value will be used to 
calculate the tax amount due. 

The portion of your income that will be 
exempt from taxation, determined 
based on the information provided in 
your annual tax declaration, and year-
end adjustments.

Of the total resident tax due that year, 
the amount that will be deducted 
from your salary (special collection).
