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2. Discuss, as a family, what to do during an earthquake.
® Family members should talk about the following points and their responsibilities

during an earthquake:
® \Where is the safest place at home. @ Check the first aid kit and look around for

fire hazards. @ Who will be responsible for evacuating babies and the elderly.
® Places and routes to evacuate. ® Who takes what during an evacuation and who
knows the location of the earthquake kit. ® Decide the responsibilities of family

members for both day and night earthquakes.
® Prepare evacuation cards and emergency belongings for each family member.
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
