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This Komatsu City River Flooding Hazard Map shows information for when rainfall causes rivers to flood, including
flooding conditions, areas where earth-and-rock disasters may occur, and evacuation facilities. It is important to
understand how your neighborhood, such as your home, school, or workplace, will be affected in the event of a flood,
and to make sure you know where to evacuate and how to get there beforehand.

When there is a possibility of flooding, Komatsu City government may announce notices for evacuation of certain groups
like elderly people, evacuation of all households, or to take emergency safety measures, depending on the situation. In
these cases, follow instructions, and evacuate as soon as possible.
